Catholics over the age of 14 are seriously bound to        
observe abstinence from meat.  

Ash Wednesday 
Is a day of Fast and Abstinence. 

Good Friday   
Is a day of Fast and Abstinence.   

Easter Duty Obligation   
After an individual has received First Holy  
Communion, Catholics are bound by the obligation of 
receiving Holy Communion at least once a year. This 
precept should be fulfilled during the Easter Season. 
Catholics are also bound to confess serious (mortal) 
sins at least once a year, but this is not limited to the 
Lenten/Easter Season.
