There were 25 projects proposed for Our Lady of 
Sorrows using funds pledged from the Catholic 
Strong Campaign stretching from 2018-2023.                 
Several have been completed: including re-pointing 
of the front exterior church steps and landings and 
the re-installation of a new safety railing on the 
front steps leading into the Parish Hall. To better 
illuminate the congregation seating area and provide 
greater energy efficiency, existing chandelier light 
bulbs were replaced with LED bulbs. Everyone    
noticed the difference right away! A new “module” 
was added to the Church’s sound system which can 
play CD music over the speakers in addition to                        
being able to use current technology cables to     
connect a computer or smart phone audio to be 
played through the Church sound system. Inside the 
church, a number of new Liturgical and Worship 
assets were purchased through the exceptional          
generosity of a number of parishioners. A new,             
digital, state of the art Schulmerich Carillon (Church 
Bell Tower System) was presented in memory of 
our parishioner’s mother and father who had              
donated the original Carillon during the mid-1980’s. 
The magnificent Processional Crucifix, a replica of 
the one carried by Pope Saint John Paul II, was                     
presented by a parishioner in memory of her parents 
and siblings. Two brushed brass Processional 
Torches (Candles with glass globes) were received 
as donations from two parishioners in memory of 
family loved ones. We engaged an architect to                         
redesign the existing church Cry Room, restroom 
and storage room and turn it into a space                                      
incorporating two new handicap accessible                                       
Restrooms, storage space and a flex space Cry 
Room for prayer. Multiple contract bids were                  
requested and received for the repaving of our                          
parking lots and driveways for both Church and 
Hall. They have been submitted to the Diocesan 
Board of Consultors for review and comment. 
Breaking News! I am pleased to announce the                                                   
completion of the re-roofing project for our Church 
building! The first phase involved the removal of 
the shingled roof (down to the wooden decking), 
replacing damaged plywood, attaching waterproof 
underlayment and adding all new shingles. This 
phase was completed during April 2021 and the 
$73,000. loan was PAID IN FULL in April 2023. 
The second & final phase has just been completed 
(mid-November 2023) with the removal of the trim, 
insulation and membrane on the three flat roof areas 
down to the decking, and replacing the insulation, 
membrane covering and copper trimming. This 
work is being paid for by a loan to the parish

in the amount of $60,966. Installment payments will begin                                           
shortly. Portions of all Proceeds from Our Parish Fundraisers  
(750 Club, St. Patrick’s Party, weekly Bingo, Parish Donations 
specifically for the “Roof” plus other Special Events” will enable 
us to repay the loan. To God be the Glory and with gratitude to 
each of you for your regular financial stewardship which has                                         
enabled us to complete this critical maintenance work to keep us 
“protected and dry” during bad weather .
