Along with my good wishes for Easter I want to take this 

time to tell you how amazing I have come to know you are. 
In the past nine months I have personally experienced it. 
Without your timely support and help we could never have 
reached the encouraging place we now find ourselves.

Our Lady of Sorrows like many parishes has faced good 
times as well as problems. But all of you, in your understand-
ing and generosity, have really stepped up and showed your 
tremendous support. And I can only say “Thank you” I 
would have used a better word if there was one. Maybe I 
could say a “BIG, BIG THANK YOU”.

To date so much has been accomplished:

   Forming of Finance council and Pastoral council.
   Increased offertory: we are averaging about 

$10,000.
  $150,000 in past due operating expenses has been 

paid.
Upgraded and new lighting in the church and out-

side ($11,000)
Online giving (it is averaging about $ 2-4,000 a 

week. I urge you to try to make the best use of this 
program.

We are also working on getting quotes for the following and 
will keep you updated.

  Parking lot Hall/Bingo side (Phase I: $ 58,000)
  Sound system (Phase I: $ 27,000)
  Replace tables and chairs in the hall ($ 8,000)
